Prayer Pillow Ministry
What'’s it about:

An outreach ministry to persons who are going through a rough patch in their
lives—it could be illness, the loss of a loved one, the loss of a job, a child who is ill .
. . The Prayer Pillows provide a tangible way of saying that someone cares, some-
one is praying for that person. Each prayer pillow comes with a card from the church, and each prayer pillow is
“tagged” with a message of hope.

How it Works:

1. If someone you know is in need of knowing that praying for them, fill out a request card, identifying yourself as
the Prayer Pillow Sponsor. Share a little information about the concern, being careful not to reveal confiden-
tial information.

2. Choose the Prayer Pillow that you want that person to receive.

3. Prayer Pillows will be consecrated during our next worship service. We invite you to join us for worship or
you may pick up the prayer pillow another time. You deliver the prayer pillow to the recipient.

4. You deliver the prayer pillow to the recipient.

Who is Eligible to Receive a Pillow:
Anyone! Friends, Neighbors, Co-Workers, Classmates, even strangers that have touched your heart.
Anywhere! Pillows can be sent anywhere that the mail will go.

How Can | Become Involved:
Be a sponsor. Be in prayer.

Care-Giver Ministry
What’s it about:

An outreach ministry to persons who have a loved one the hospital or a care facility.
The Care-Giver Bag provide a tangible way of saying that someone cares, someone
is keeping them in prayer.

Each bag contains a thermal mug, soft tissues, note cards, puzzle book, hand-§
sanitizer, hand lotion, tea bags, small packaged snack, all in a thermal bag.

How it Works:

If someone you know has a loved one in the hospital or a care facility, fill out a request card, identifying yourself
as the Sponsor. The Outreach Committee will put together one of the bags and place it in your hands to deliver.

Who is Eligible to Receive a Care-Giver Bag:
Anyone!
Friends, Neighbors, Co-Workers, Classmates, anyone that you might know.

How Can | Become Involved:
Be a sponsor.
Fill out a request card, letting the church know who is in need of a Care-Giver Bag
Keep the church family updated on the person who isiill.
Be in prayer.
A record of recipients will be kept, allowing the church family to know who is in need of our prayers.
